Top Five Features:
1. Protect your work from overwrite, or deletion.  Point FolderTrack at whatever files or folders you are working on. Anytime you add, delete, rename, or overwrite something FolderTrack will keep a record of it. FolderTrack can undelete, unrename, or undo anything done to your work.
2. FolderTrack works with dependent file structures, so if you create software, music, or something else that requires multiple files you can use FolderTrack to reproduce past versions of your work.
